The Institute was successful in their
tender bid to manage the Australian
Government’s TechNyou Outreach
program for 18 months (5/5/2010). It is
an initiative of the Australian
Government's Department of Innovation,
Industry, Science and Research (DIISR) to
provide information to the Australian
public on emerging technologies such as

bio- and nanotechnologies.

TechNyou is to provide a balanced and
factual information on science and
associated issues, along with opportunities
for the public to engage with scientists
and other experts on the potential uses for
these technologies. It is a public outreach
program that tries to engage the public on
issues surrounding emerging technologies
such as stem cells, nanotechnologies, GM
foods, genetic testing...and so on.
